Agenda Item 1 – Call to Order

Agenda Item 4 – Audience Comments 
Kevin Davis addressed the board regarding how nice it was to have a food truck here at the airport; Ameren gas meter switch asked for a delay on the July 1 deadline; North ramp has 2 divots in the pavement that could create prop strikes; Bird nest in the executive hangars.
Rod Vredenburgh addressed the board regarding the continuation of harvesting hay for a payment of $1,500.
Bill Ingram addressed the board regarding candidate Darrin Bailey coming to the airport.
